State Alcohol-Impaired-Driving Estimates (DOT HS 812 483) This fact sheet contains 

estimates of driver alcohol involvement in fatal crashes for the United States and  

individually for the 50 States, the District of Columbia, and Puerto Rico. Estimates for 

Puerto Rico are not included in the national estimates. The most recent data available 

(2016) and data from 10 years ago (2007) are presented for comparison. These  

estimates are based on data from the Fatality Analysis Reporting System (FARS).

Early Estimate of Motor Vehicle Traffic Fatalities for the First Nine months (Jan– Sep) 

of 2017 (DOT HS 812 490) A statistical projection of traffic fatalities for the first nine 

months of 2017 shows that an estimated 27,650 people died in motor vehicle traffic 

crashes. This represents a marginal increase of about 0.1 percent as compared to the 

27,618 fatalities that were reported to have occurred in the first nine months of 

2016. Preliminary data reported by the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) 

shows that vehicle miles traveled (VMT) in the first nine months of 2017 increased by 

about 31.4 billion miles, or about a 1.3-percent increase.
